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1 Background 
The 17th World Congress of Basic and Clinical 
Pharmacology (WCP2014), under the auspices 
of the International Union of Basic and Clinical 
Pharmacology (IUPHAR), will be hosted by the 
South African Society for Basic and Clinical 
Pharmacology from 13-18 July 2014 in Cape 
Town, South Africa. 

1.1 Scope & Target Audience 

WCP2014 brings together health care 
professionals, academics, researchers, 
educators and policy makers from diverse 
arenas, including medical, pharmaceutical 
and other healthcare disciplines, 
pharmaceutical industry, governments and 
non-governmental organisations from around 
the globe.  Being a first of these meetings in 
South Africa and on the African continent, this 
also presents a gateway to, and showcase for 
African health sectors. 

This five day international meeting will be 
held at the Cape Town International 
Convention Centre (CTICC), implementing also 
green technologies and sustainable resource 
utilisation.
